Cleaning.

Unplug the player from the mains supply and
use a soft damp cloth. For stubborn stains use
a dilute solution of detergent.

Water and Moisture.

Do not place containers holding water on top
of the player. Do not use in damp or wet
areas, such as near sinks, laundry rooms and
similar. If water enters the player disconnect
from the mains supply and contact your
supplier or the customer help line.

Mains Supply.

This product is designed to operate from a
100 — 250 V 50/60 Hz AC supply. Do not
connect to any other supply.

Mains Plug and lead.

The mains plug supplied is for the standard
UK supply. Should it need replacing, see page

If the playback “freezes” or breaks up this
indicates a dirty disc or dirty laser. Remove
the disc and clean (see page 30). If this does
not make an improvement, purchase a Laser
Cleaning Disc and follow the instructions. If
this does not cure the problem, call the
customer help line.
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
