3. Using the A/ ¥ cursor buttons, move the cursor down to "SWAP" "see fig 4",

4. Use the » / 4 buttons change the "Swap" number to "1". Then press either the & or ¥ or button to confirm
the change. You will now see that the "Channel" number has now changed to "1".

5. To change all the other stations into their respective places continue from 1 to 4, changing the numbers
consecutively.
Note BBC1=1,BBC2=2,ITV=3,CH4=4, CH5=5.

SKIP.

When "Auto Memory Search" was taking place, the Tv will have found some channels that are of poor quality.
To "Hide" these do the following :-

1. Press the LCDSETUP button twice and using the A / wcursor buttons, move the cursor down to "CHANNEL".
2. Using the » / 4 buttons, select the first station you wish to hide.

3. Using the A / w cursor buttons, move the cursor down to "SKIP" "see fig §".

4. Using the » /4 buttons, search for the station you wish to add. The search process will stop on
each signal found. When the correct signal is found use the & button once, this will automatically
then store the station in the location you originally set.

If you wish to add more stations, repeat from 1 - 4.

FINE TUNING.

In certain circumstances you may need to "Fine Tune" the Tv. You may have slight interference from another
source. To try and eliminate the problem :-

1. Press the LCDSETUP button twice and using the & /¥ cursor buttons, move the cursor down to "FINE TUNE".

1. Using the & / ¥ cursor buttons select the parameter you wish to change

2. Using the » / 4 buttons change the value.

3. To store the new value move the cursor to any other parameter with the A / ¥ buttons

BRIGHTNESS. This changes the overall brightness level of the screen. In a darkened room this should be set
lower to avoid eyestrain. In a lighter room this should be set higher.

CONTRAST. This changes the ratio of "black" to "white". This is set to your personal preference.
SAURATION. This changes the level of Colour depth. Adjust to your preference.

HUE. This changes the "TINT" setting and is only enabled in NTSC Mode

SHARPNESS. If the signal reception is good, i.e no noise, you may advance the sharpness level for a crisper picture.

If the signal reception is poor, reduce the sharpness to lessen the effect of signal noise.

To adjust the "General Setup" parameters such as Language, press the "LCDSETUP" button three times.

3. To store the new value move the cursor to any other parameter with the A / v buttons

LANGUAGE. This sets the language that all the other menus are displayed in. This is defaulted to "English".
To change to another, use the cursor buttons as directed above.

RESET. This resets all the parameters back to factory default. Therefore if all the settings become confused,
select "Reset" to restore.

SYSTEM. This sets the "Sound system". In the UK this is always set at "I" . For Western Europe select "B/G"
Eastern Europe "D/K" and France "L" or "LL"

You may select "CVBS" or "RGE" modes. If your external equipment supports RGB then choose this.
To adjust the "General Setup” parameters such as Language, press the "LCDSETUP" button twice times.

3. To store the new value move the cursor to any other parameter with the & / ¥ buttons.

AUX. This allows you to connect other peripheral equipment such as Cam-Corders using a "RCA" phono lead.

S-VIDEO. This allows you to connect DVD's or VCR's with S-Video outputs.
PC. This allows the TV to be used as a high quality VGA monitor.

DVD. Selects the internal DVD player.

BRIGHTNESS and CONTRAST. These settings are described in the TV setup menus and will not be
duplicated here.

AUTO.
This adjusts the Monitor settings to match the PC that you are using. Itis advisable to use this rather than the
manual settings.

To enter the Menu press the "LCDSETUP" button once.

1. Using the A / w cursor buttons select the parameter you wish to change
2. Using the » button start the automatic process. The picture will appear to shake and jump. This is normal
and after a few seconds will settle. The Monitor is now adjusted to the PC.

PHASE, CLOCK, H POSITION and V POSITION. These are manual settings if you prefer to use these.
To enter the Menu press the "LCDSETUP" button once,

1. Using the A / w cursor buttons select the parameter you wish to change

2. Using the p / 4 buttons change the value.

3. To store the new value move the cursor to any other parameter with the A / 'w buttons.
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
